	 For the eighth year in a row the Trojans 
won sectional 21 giving their program it’s 19th 
sectional in program history.  The Trojans went on 
to win the school’s 13th regional, beating North 
Montgomery, 42-20. The 2008 season ended with 
a tough loss at semi-state to Evansville Memorial, 
27-14, setting their record at 11-2. As Coach Vince 
Lorenzano enters his 7th year at Bishop Chatard, 
he prepares for another memorable year with 13 
returning starters.
	T he key graduation losses for the 
Trojans were Zack Martin (OL), Dan Hurrle (LB), 
Steve Webster (LB), Steve Commiskey (QB), Bob 
Akin (DB), Tom Larson (LB), and Kevin O’Brien (P). 
	T he Trojans will use a “Pro-I” o�ense 
with seven returning o�ensive starters in 2009. 
The mixture of a “Pro-I” o�ense and senior 
running back Ari Pappas (6-0, 210) means bad 
news for any opposing defenses. Last season 

Pappas had 240 rushes for 1,633 yards, and 27 
TDs. Pappas is widely considered one of the top 
ten running backs in the state and is a member of 
the Prime Time 25. Pappas was also voted to the 
All-City and All-State team for his work on the 
�eld. Junior Drew McDonald (6-0, 187) will act 
as Pappas substitute, as he had 71 rushes for 770 
yards and ten TDs last season. The quarterback 
position should be interesting for Bishop Chatard 
as senior George Van Vliet (6-0, 178) will start 
his �rst varsity season in 2009. Playing outside 
and down�eld is wide receivers senior TJ Agnew 
(5-10, 175) and junior Ross Lubbers (5-10, 170). 
Agnew had eight catches for 112 yards last season 
and one TD. The o�ensive line will be made up of 
upperclassmen, which is good news for the new 
quarterback. Senior Drew Schmutte (5-10, 225) 
will play at center, senior Zach Hawkins (6-0, 225) 
and junior Patrick Fagan (5-10, 250) at o�ensive 

guard, and Eric Deitchman (6-2, 240) and Nick 
Martin (6-4, 250) at o�ensive tackle. 
	 On defense, the Trojans return six 
defensive starters running a “50” defensive 
scheme. A fun group to watch in the stands will 
be the linebacker corps for the Trojans. This group 
consists of senior Tim Flynn (6-1, 212), Anthony 
Bill (5-11, 195), Max Barron (6-0, 190), and junior 
Ken LaRose (6-0, 205). Last season this group 
gained a lot of experience on the �eld creating 
havoc for opposing o�enses. Another strength on 
the Trojan defense lies in their secondary. Junior 
Ross Lubbers and TJ Agnew will start at defensive 
back as the two combined for �ve interceptions 
and two de�ected passes in 2008. The �nal piece 
of the puzzle for the Trojans is up front on the 
defensive line. Starting at defensive end will be 
senior Garrett Arnold (6-3, 220) and junior Nick 
Martin (6-4, 250). Juniors Eric Deitchman and 
Patrick Fagan will start at defensive tackle. Last 
year, the defense recorded 25 sacks, 37 tackles for 
loss and 14 interceptions. 
	 With a successful coach, a lot of 
experience back, and a team motto that states 
“Brothers Forever,” you can expect Bishop Chatard 
to have another successful season. Better make 
some more room in the trophy case.
